The Mishna (Sanhedrin 4:5)
or Non- teaches us, “kol echad chayav lomar bishvili nivra hablam, every one of us is obligated to say ‘the
world was created for me” How do we balance this statement with the declaration of Avraham
ES'S ential ? » Avinu, “anochi afar veifer” (Bereishis 18:27) “I am but dust and ash?”

, Rav Noach Weinberg 27, the founder and Rosh Yeshiva of Aish HaTorah, tsed to explain: We are
not supposed to say the world was created for me in a self-centered, self-absorbed, hedonistic way. Rather;, “the world was .

even start.

The truth is, every single one of us is a unique expression of God in this world and each of us is uniquely positioned to
contribute positively to the world in a way that nobody before us or after us possibly can. Being created bitzelem Elokim,
in the image of God, means that we are all essential personnel and each has a mission fo accomplish. We simiply need to
believe that we are worthy and tapable and we must be willing to try.

I am reading a fascinating new book by the great historian Martin Gilbert entitled “In Ishmael’s House: A History of Jews
in Muslim Lands” Early in the book, Gilbert describes the origins of Islam. - In the year 610, Muhammad came to the
conclusion that Arabs were the descendants of Yishmael, Avraham’s older son bern in this week’s parsha, and he began
preaching new beliefs and visions.

Today, Islam boasts 1.6 million adherents, comprising 23% of the world population. One man, who three years into his
endeavor could only ¢convince 40 people he was right, didn't give up and I don’t need to tell you his religion’s impact on the
world today.

There are many examples of individuals who single-handedly transformed the world sometimes for the better, and too
often, for the worse. Christopher Columbus led Europe to the Western Hemisphere, Adolf Hitler orchestrated the wo’rld’s_
worst genocide, Eddie Jacobson convinced Truman to support the birth of the modern State of Isracl, and the list could
go on and on. '

Every single one of us is essential and can make the biggest difference in the world if we just believe in ourselves. In last
weeK’s parsha, the Torah describes how Noach didn’t enter the ark until it began to rain. Rashi comments, Noach mi'katnei
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ermunah haya, normally translated as Noach lacked faith in the Almighty, and therefore only entered the ark when he felt the
rain actually begin to fall. The great chassidishe Rebbe, Rav Levi Yitzchak of Berdichev,, explains that inideed Noach lacked
faith, but not in the Almighty. Mikatnei emunah haya means he lacked faith in himself. He didn’t grasp that he could save
the world if he would only inspire those around him and, as Avraham would later, advocate on the world’s behalf Noach
failed to be a transformational leader and therefore witnessed the destruction of the world, all because he simply didn't
believe in himself or his-ability to make a difference.

As we continue to analyze the results of the Pew survey, it is clear that we may be witnessing the demise of the world of
American Jewry, as over 70% are intermarrying and fully assimilating. While none of us may be a contemporary Avraham
Aviny, each of us is obligated to follow his model and to consider how we can contribute to the essential mission of working -
to positively shape the world. Like some of the individuals I mentioned before, even one person with tenacity; resolve and
belief in himself or herself can stem the tide of assimilation and transform American Jewry into a stronig, vibrant and deeply
committed community. Will it be you?

When it comes to the continuity of our people and our Torah values, nobody is exempt. Every single one of us is essential,
so let’s get to work.

Journey to. Canaan. Hashem told Avram to leave Charan and proceed to another land that Hashein would show him.

Joumey to Fgypt. Because of a famine, Avrarn and Sarai temporarily journcyed to Egypt. Avrai, fearful the Egyptians would kill him to take Sarai, told her to say thar
she was his sister. When they arrived in Egypt, Sarai was grearly admired and she was taken into Pharaoh's royal household. However, when.Phraoh and his hotischold
were smitten with mysterious illnesses, Pharaoh sensed that something was wrong. When Pharaoh leaened that Saral was really Avram's wife and that his taking Sarai
had caused this punishment, he asked Avram and his family w0 leave Egypr. ’

Return to.Canaan. Avram and Sarai returned to the city of Bech Fl in Canaan. As both Avram and Lot had become extremely wealthy and had many flocks and herds,
there wastit enough pasture Jand for both of their herds and quarrels erupted between their herdsmen, To avoid conflict, Aviam suggested that he and Lot separare, and

offered Lot the first choice oFwhich land 1o sertle,

Battle of the Kings. A bartle erupted between five kings on the one hand, and four kings on the other hand, The Jarter was victorious and ook a1l of the possessions
and food of Sdome and Amorah and much of jits populace, including Lot. Hearing of his nephews plight, Aveam rallied his men and defeated Kedorlaomer and the
others, frecing arnong others Lot. The King of Sdome went out to greet Avram, offering him all of the possessions which he had freed in his victory. Avram, however,
refised any rewardls for his efforts. '

Avram’s Heirs. Despite all of his good fortune, Avram was still saddened by the fact that he was childless. Hashem then took Aveam outside and told him to look up at
the sky and counit the stars. “Surely you cannot count them,” said Hashern, “so many will be your children.” Hashem then made a covenant with Avram {the Covénant
Between the Halves), wherein He informed Avram that his descendants would temporarily be enstaved in a foreign land, but that they would emerge with gredt ‘wealth,

Sarai & Hagar. Because Sarai was childless, she suggested that Avram take Hagar (Saraf’s haid) as a second wife. When Hagar became pregnant, she became disrespectfil
to Sarai, This bothered Sarai greatly; and she complained to Avram, who returned Hagar to Saraf’s authority. Sarai dealt harshly with her, and Hagar fled. An angel of
Hashem appeared to Flashem and told her to return, promising thar the son Yishmael that she would bear would be the founder of a large nation.

Brit Milah. At age 99, Hashem renewed the covenant with Avram, changing his name to Avraham (“father of  multifude of nations™). Hashem commanded Avraham
1o circumcise himself and all other male members of his household. Hashem also told Avzaham that Sarai would now be known as Sarah. (“princess for all”).
